All the seeds in most garden catalogs will be Open Pollinated unless they specifically say

“Hybrid” or “F1”.   

If a seed entry says “Heirloom” it means that “Heirloom” variety has been around for 50 years.

They WILL be Open Pollinated.

But…….    There are many Open Pollinated varieties which are not “Heirloom”.   

It would be better to buy an Open Pollinated variety with some disease resistance and some higher productivity bred into the plant rather than feel restricted to only “Heirloom” 50 year old varieties………..   which might have LOW productivity and LOW disease resistance.
Did you know?  The “Seeds of Change” seed company grows ALL their seeds on only a very highly fenced in 6 acres?    They just know how to isolate species with net bags over the blossoms etc.     We can learn how to isolate the few species of food we raise also.
